Week 4 — October 5th-9th

Scripture: Exodus 1-16

MONDAY  ...............................................................................................................................
Read Exodus 2:23-24 
Ask Why did the people of Israel cry out for help? Did God hear them? 
Read Psalm 105:8  
Pray and thank God for remembering his covenant—the relationship he established long ago—and sending 
Jesus to rescue us from the bondage of sin.  

TUESDAY  .....................................................................................................................
Read Acts 7:34 (God is speaking to Moses in these verses.) 
Ask What had God seen? What did God come down to do? 
Read Romans 8:26  
Pray and thank God for sending his Holy Spirit to help us in our weakness. Ask God for strength to rely on him.  

WEDNESDAY  ................................................................................................................
Read Exodus 12:21-23 
Ask What kind of animal were the Israelites to sacrifice? What would God do when he saw the blood on the 
door?  
Read John 1:29 
Pray and thank Jesus for being our Passover Lamb. Because of his sacrifice, God’s judgment passes over us, 
and we are rescued from the punishment our sins deserve.  

THURSDAY   ..................................................................................................................
Read Exodus14:13-14 
Ask Who did Moses tell the people was going to fight for them? What did they have to do? 
Read Romans 5:8  
Pray and thank Christ for dying for us while we were still sinners. Confess that there is nothing you can do to 
earn God’s favor, and ask him to help you trust in Jesus’ work on the cross for you, and not your own works.  

FRIDAY  .........................................................................................................................
Read Exodus15:2 
Ask How does Moses describe God in verse 2? 
Read Isaiah 12:4  
Praise God this morning! Have each family member share one thing God has done for them or for your family. 
Exalt God as you celebrate the deeds he has done. Close by thanking God for the gift of salvation.  
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
